A little about the artists:

Bonnie Dixon has been a
Gordon resident for 8 years. Prior
to that, she lived in Azle for 35
years. Bonnie took art lessons in
various places and through a vari-
ety of mediums. She has decided
that oils are her favorite and she is
known for her beautiful bluebon-
nets. She also owned an art supply
store and taught art lessons while
living in Azle. Another of her
“larger” works can be seen on the
6 X 53 foot fence beside the
Smokestack Restaurant in Thur-
ber.

Margie Johnson  has been a
resident of Gordon for 37 years.
Margie only took formal art les-
sons for a few months (some 30
years ago), then decided that she

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preferred her own style and creative
license. Time was also a factor, as
she had little to spare for her
“hobby”. Over the years, she has
participated in various art shows
: and has had her work displayed
in studios, but mostly sells from
her home. She is known for her
unique and incredibly detailed
(oil) paintings of wildlife, Indian
® portraits and native Texas scen-
~ ery; many done on a 3X5 inch

. space in the middle of a turkey

~ feather. These are matted on
suede leather and framed under glass.

Johnnie Goodwin  was born in
Strawn, moved about the state
throughout her adult life, and settled

in Thurber in 2000. She is very active
in the Thurber Historical Society and
has served as President for the past 10
years. Johnnie’s main interest is in
doing graphic art on the computer,

and she has created many interesting
memorabilia pieces (on Thurber) that
can be seen and purchased at the New
York Hill Restaurant.

The newest endeavor for the down-
town Gordon project, is the addition
of a covered seating area and land-
scaping around the mural. The weld-
ing is being done by volunteer Jon
“Hotshot” Johnson, and the materials
were paid for by the city of Gordon. /

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Every year, juniors and seniors are
encouraged to take classes known
as dual credit classes. These
classes combine high school and
college courses into one. Students
earn credits in both high school
and college upon successful com-
pletion of the classes. The way
dual credit classes work is that
students in classrooms at Gordon
interact with a college professor
through the use of two-way video
and audio. Students are able to see
and hear the professor and ask
questions as if they were actually
on the college campus. They can
also interact with the students

who are taking the courses at the
college as well as other high school

students who they can see and hear Gordon students if they make good

on two-way video.

Students have several course offer-
ings to choose from. This year,
students are enrolled in English,
history, college algebra, and college
trigonometry. If a student takes
every possible course offered as a
junior and senior, they can leave
high school with 18 college credits.

One big advantage for Gordon stu-
dents is that the school district pays
for all textbooks and if they make a
good enough grade in the course,
the district reimburses their tuition
fee. This means that the courses
end up being free of charge to all

grades in the class.

Currently there are three juniors
and eight seniors enrolled in the
classes, Kimberly Potter, Jenny
Wright, Taylor VanBramer, Annie
Bateman, John Cherry, Zane
Denny, Kimberly Glover, John
Jorgensen, Mitchell Payne, Kylah
Procter, and Morenci Young.

These students have been working
very hard all year and are doing a
great job. We hope to see more anc
more students take advantage of
this incredible opportunity. If en-
rollment increases, Gordon will be
able to add even more courses to
the dual credit menu.



According to many studies, asthma rates
continue to grow among the population. The
number of asthma cases has tripled for chil-

Many researchers agree that one of the
major reasons for this growth is the continu-
ing trend toward making homes more energy-
efficient.

Studies show that allergies continue to rise much of the polluted air as possible by using

from types of allergens associated with indoor electrostatic charged furnace and air condi-

air, such as dander, smoke, dust, pollen, etc.
Even the EPA concluded that indoor air is
more polluted than outdoor air. Its studies
show that 11 common volatile organic com-
pounds are emitted into air during human
activity. Chemical concentrations are high
indoors because people spend 90 percent of
their lives indoors and pollutants do not di-

lute as quickly inside as they do in open air.

To fight these indoor pollutants, several
things can be done. Limit the number of toxic
chemicals in the home. These include pesti-

cides, kitchen cleaners, and paints. Trap as

tioner filters that remove dust, mold, pollen

and smoke.

Another simple remedy is to simply open
a window even, during the winter. Get fresh
air into the house and get that polluted air
out. Allow air to circulate through the house.
Create air flow so that pollutants are not
concentrated in just a couple of rooms.
These simple measures should help reduce
the number of asthma related events and

promote better health for you and your child.
